General Information

HOURS OF OPERATION

Afterschool hours are from: 2:00pm- 6:00pm. We
accommodate Early Release and Minimum Days.
Please see your local Club Site for more
information on exact times.

PAYMENT POLICY

As a non-profit organization we are dependent on
the committed support and prompt payments from
all our Club families. The fees we collect are just
adequate to cover staffing needs, extended hours
and program supplies. Without these fees, we
would not be able to open our doors earlier, nor
would we be able to provide many of our programs
and activities. For that reason, the payment of fees
is crucial. All fees must be paid on the Friday of
each week BEFORE service is provided. A late fee
of $10 will be applied on the Wednesday of the
service week.

All accounts must be current for your child to attend
our Club. Outstanding balances will result in your
child’s membership to become inactive.

LATE PICK-UP POLICY

Our program hours are from 2:00 p.m. — 6:00 p.m
(please consult with your local Club for exact
program hours). We do not have staff on the
premises before or after these hours. We rely on
parents to pick up their children promptly at 6:00
p.m. The Boys & Girls Clubs of Brea-Placentia-
Yorba Linda has an open door policy; we are not
required to remain open after hours for children
who have not been picked up. The fee for late

pick-up is $1.00 a minute per child and must be
paid when you pick up your child.

Failure to pay the late fee or excessive tardiness
(more than 3 during any session) may result in your
child being removed from the program.

Please arrange to pick up your child in a timely
manner. In the event of an emergency please
contact your local Club Site in order to make
arrangements for your child to be supervised until
your arrival. Keep in mind that late fees will apply.

When all avenues of reaching parents, emergency
contacts, have been called, and more than thirty
minutes has passed, we have no other choice but to
turn custody of the child over to the local Police
Department.

OPEN DOOR POLICY

The Boys & Girls Clubs cannot legally require a
member to stay at the Club. The decision on
leaving must exist between parent/guardian and
child. The Boys & Girls Clubs cannot be
responsible for a child sneaking out. This is the
parent/guardian’s responsibility.

The Boys & Girls Clubs is a drop-in facility and is
not responsible if a child leaves the Club. It is the
parent/guardian’s responsibility to insure that it is

explained to his or her youngster that he/she must

stay until picked up by an appropriate adult.



DROP-OFF & PICK-UP

Parents/guardians dropping a child off at the Boys
& Girls Clubs should ensure the Club is open before
dropping off their child. Please visit the front desk
for important dates such as Club closures or any
special events. There are times when the Club is
closed to members, but the staff is at the Club
working on projects.

Parents/Guardians should not drop off a child at the
Boys & Girls Club before it is open. The Boys &
Girls Club is dedicated to insuring the safety of
every child and leaving a child at the building that is
not open and with no Club supervision is not safe.
DO NOT leave a member outside alone.

Please arrange to pick up your child in a timely
manner. In the event of an emergency please
contact your local Club Site in order to make
arrangements for your child to be supervised until
your arrival. Keep in mind that late fees will apply.

SICKNESS

No child should be brought to the Boys & Girls
Club if he/she is sick, stayed home from school, has
been sick recently or if there is a reasonable
assumption that he/she is going to be ill.
Parents/Guardians should exercise their utmost
discretion in this matter. If a child becomes ill
while at the Boys & Girls Club, he/she will be sent
home for his/her own comfort as well as the health
and protection of other members.

ATTENDANCE

Club members are not required to come to the Boys
& Girls Club on a daily basis, but they are required
to participate in programs while attending the Club.

EMERGENCIES

It is essential that the member’s application has an
emergency phone number where you or a
responsible adult, whom you have given permission
to take charge of your child in the event of an
emergency, can be reached. These numbers must
be kept current and updated each time you change
your phone number. In the event that your child has
an accident at the Club, first aid will be applied, you
will be phoned and an accident report will be kept

on file. If required, paramedics will be contacted or
the child transported to the hospital. Every attempt
will be made to contact you.

PERMISSION SLIPS

Permission slips from the parents are required for
some programs and activities including, but not
limited to field trips, sports activities, or any other
activity in which your child will be transported. For
special workshops that may be conducted at the
Boys & Girls Clubs that require parent/guardian
approval, a parent permission slip will also be
required.

TELEPHONE USAGE

The Club telephone is a business phone and may
not be used by the youth unless it is an emergency.
Non emergency calls will cost 50¢

Members are not to receive phone calls from
anyone other than the parent or guardian, and only
if the call is in regards to when the child might be
picked-up from the Club or in case of an
emergency.

PERSONAL ITEMS

The Boys & Girls Clubs of Brea-Placentia-Yorba
Linda is not responsible for lost, stolen or damaged
personal items. Cell phone usage is for personal
calling/texting ONLY. Members are NOT allowed
to share phones, take pictures/videos or go on the
internet. NO OTHER ELECTRONIC DEVICES
ALLOWED. We ask that you prohibit your
children from bringing items of value to the Club,
as we have no method of storing them safely.

Children will not be allowed to store personal
items behind the front counter or in the staff
offices.

CLUB RULES AND REGULATIONS

Discipline must be fair and consistent to insure a safe environment and your cooperation in abiding by the
following Rules and Regulations is required.

Be Respectful to all staff, equipment and other club members.

Eat and Drink in assigned areas ONLY!

ONLY WALKING is permitted in the Club at all time.

Follow all other directions and rules give by the staff.

Bring your membership card to the Club every day. Replace cards can be purchased for $1
Horse-play, play fighting or wrestling with other members is not permitted.

If you have a problem, seek an adult to help you.

Leave valuable items at home. The Club is not responsible for lost, stolen or damaged items.
Kid’s are not allowed in Staff Only Areas, such as behind the front counter or the Games Room check
out counter

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To insure that your Child has a positive and safe, experience at the Boys & Girls Clubs the above regulations
will be enforced. Unfortunately, upon occasion the Executive Director may be forced to relieve a member of
his or her privilege to attend the Club for a number of days or indefinitely. In the case of destruction or
disrespect of property the Club member and his/her parent or guardian will be required to pay to replace the
property. We expect full support from parents in the event that this should happen. We ask that as the parent,
you discuss the situation with your child and assist in preventing a reoccurrence in the future.

Staff Members and / or the Executive Director have the right to search any child’s backpack, locker, or any
other personal item at anytime upon reasonable suspicion. Reasons can include but are not limited to searching
for drugs, alcohol, weapons, or items belonging to another child.

BEHAVIOR PROBLEMS

All children misbehave occasionally. We realize this and use gentle and appropriate measures to correct bad
behavior. Counseling, time-outs, and activity assignments are the methods routinely used by Club Staff. Due
to the large number of children who attend our program, it becomes a burden when one child continually
misbehaves, requiring an extreme amount of staff attention. Excessive behavior problems may result in your
child being suspended or be permanently removed from the program. The Boys & Girls Clubs of Brea-
Placentia-Yorba Linda has rules that were designed to ensure safety and to remain a positive place for children.

Children need to understand that there are rules that must be followed and if deviation from these rules occurs,
discipline will take place. We ask that you go over the Club Rules and Regulations of the club with your
child and if you or your child has any questions, please feel free to speak to a Staff Member.




DISCIPLINE POLICY

*The Club practices a progressive disciplinary policy and fluctuates, depending on the severity and nature of the offense.
Possession of any type of weapon, drug or alcohol will result in automatic expulsion. The Club practices a Zero
Tolerance policy.

DRESS CODE POLICY

The following expectations for student dress have been established to promote a safe and optimum learning and
recreational environment. Apparel or appearance which tends to draw attention to an individual rather than to a
learning or recreational situation must be avoided. In matters of opinion, the judgment of the Club Staff shall
prevail.

1. Pants must be worn at the waist. No sagging allowed.

2. Shirts, blouses, and dresses must completely cover the abdomen, back, shoulders and must have sleeves.
Shirts or tops must cover the waistband of pants, shorts, or skirts with no midriff visible.

3. Head apparel, except for religious or medical purposes, must not be worn inside the building.

4. Footwear is required and must be safe and appropriate for indoor and outdoor activity.

5. Clothing and accessories such as backpacks, patches, jewelry, and notebooks must not display (1) racial or
ethnic slurs/symbols, (2) gang affiliations, (3) vulgar, subversive, or sexually suggestive language or images;
nor, should they promote products which students may not legally buy; such as alcohol, tobacco, and illegal
drugs.

6. Skirts, dresses and shorts must be beyond fingertip length.

7. Prohibited items include (1) large, long and/or heavy chains (2) studded or chained accessories (3)
sunglasses, except for health purposes (4) sleepwear and (5) skin-tight outer materials such as spandex.

8. Coats and jackets exceeding fingertip length are not to be worn in the building.
